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INTRODUCTORY.

1895 brings The Detroit City Directory to its 33th year of publication with such im-
provements as have been suggested during the past year.

In the street guide the intersections are shown in prominent type, which can be dis-
tinguished at a glance. On several streets recently numbered, are given the names of
residents not heretofore included in the Householders' Directoryv. The map is corrected
up to date, and includes all the new lines of street railway. The street guide on the
map is complete and shows all new streetsand changes in street names.

Names and changes of addresses received too late for regular insertion are inserted
on pages 19 to 26. Pages 39 to 107 include a variety of miscellaneous information, such as
names of city officers and terms of office, ward boundaries, officers and principal data
of the Police Department, Fire Department, Water Works, County' Officers, Asylums
and Hospitals, Secret, Benevolent and Professional Societies, Churches, Schools, Courts,
Banks, Corporations, etc., etc.

The directory of names begins at page 201, and ends at 1470. The Householders’ Di-
rectory and Street Guide begins on page 1477. All householders’ names are given in the
order of street number, the streets being arranged aiphabetically. Telephone holders
are indicated by a double dagger. )

The classified business portion begins on page 1829 and covers 239 pages, and gives the
names of all persons and firms classified under alphabetically arranged headings of the
business in which they are engaged, so that the number and names in any line may be
readily found.

POPULATION.

Exclusive of firms, deaths and removals, the names in this issue of the directory num-
ber 117,577. Multiplying this by 3, the usual multiple, we have an estimated population
of 332,731—an increase of 21,843 over last year.

- In support of the use of 3 as a multiple, a table is given below, showing the U. S. cen-
sus of 1899, and number of names in the directories of 5 other large cities and estimated
population on basis of 3 persons to each name, which is evidently not too large for
the cities named and may properly be adopted for Detroit.

It is presumed that the foregoing does not include the suburbs of any of the cities
mentioned.

Still further warrant for using the multiple 3, may be found in the fact that in 1870
and 1880 it produced a result agreeing very closely with the census. Since then the direc-
tory estimate has been considerably greater than the official figures, but it is thought
that this excess can be accounted for by the fact_that the census is necessarily confined
within the city limits, while the directory includes all the immediate suburbs which are
practically part of the city. It must alsobe borne in mind that there have been grave
doubts as to the correctness of the official count. The figures for the U. S. census
years from 1870 are as follows:

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1t will be noticed that the directory excess in 1880 was only 21,060, which could easily
be accounted for in the suburbs. In 1890 the diffierence was much greater than the prob-
able population of the suburbs at that time, but the census return for that year was
then generally discredited and believed to be several thousand short of what it should
have been. The directory figures may therefore, reasonably be accepted as bemg very
nearly correct.

There are some who place more confidence in the Water Board census, but that is -
based upon the U. S. census, and is, therefore, subject to the same objections.

BUILDING. ’

In building improvements there has been a gain in the first six months of 189, as
compared with the corresponding period in 1894.
The figures for the past five years are as follows:

The cost of the large buildings recently completed or now under construction is as
follows: Chamber of Commerce, $500,000; new Postoffice and Custom House building,
$1,500,000; Union Trust building, $600,000; Mabley building, $750,000; Central High School,
$350,000: Masonic Temple, $250,000.

STREET CAR LINES.

On August 1st, the new street car company had completed 30 miles of railway and in-
tend to build 40 more during the next 12 months.

Electricity has been adapted to about 50 miles of the old company’s lines. and the
company promises to place it on all of their lines within a year. The electric road to Mt.
Clemens is now in full operation. When the present proposed tracks are finished, the city
will have upwards of 220 miles of street railway—all of which will be operated by elec-
tricity.

PAVING.

During 18%4 the total pavement laid was 191 miles, of which 1% were asphalt, 3% brick,
and 14: cedar block. The total mileage of pavement in the city July 1, 1895 was 2141%
miles, as follows: Asphalt, 18; brick, 13; stone, 9; granite, 13;; wood, with stone gutter,
651%; cedar block, 107; other kinds, 8-10 mile.

PUBLIC LIBRARY.

The Free Public Library contained July 1, 1895, in round numbers, 133,000 volumes and
12,600 pamphlets, and the number is increasing rapidly.

ASSESSED VALUATION.

According to the assessment made during! the first six months of 1895, the value was:
Real estate, $102,513,410; buildings, $60,041,100; personal, $47,031,820; total, $209,586,330, against
$209,151,220 for the corresponding assessment in 1834, or an increase of $435,110.

The tax levy for 1895 was $3,281,448.62, being based on a rate of $1.57 on $100, against
$1.58 for 1894,

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PUBLIC CARRIAGES, ETC.

Section II.—The drivers or owners of pub-
lic conveyances may demand and receive
for conveying passengers the following
ra_ies, or prices of fare, and no more, to
wit:

For carrying a passenger from one place
to another, within the limits of said city
(City of Detroit), 50 cents. Children under
ten years of age, not exceeding two in
number, when accompanied by parents or
guardians, shall be carried free of charge.
Those in excess of that number shall each
be charged half fare.

For the use of any public conveyance by
the hour for not more than four persons,
and with the privilege of going from place
to place, and stopping as often as required,
$1.50 per hour for the first hour, and $1 for
each additional hour; and for fractional
hours at the rate of $1 per hour; and for
each additional passenger 25 cents per hour.
For the use, by the day, of such convey-
ance, $5. For each trunk, 15 cents, but no
charge shall be made for any bag, valise,
or vuundie weigning less than 50 pounds,

And every carriage, hack, or other public
conveyance for carrying passengers, li-
censed under the provisions of this ordi-
nance, shall at all times, have in a con-
spicuous place on the inside_thereof, and
where the same may be readily seen and
read by any person or passenger sitting
therein, a card containing in large, plain,
printed English letters, the owner’s name
and the rates of fare in this section pre-
scriped and established.

When a public conveyance is used be-
tween the hours of 11 p. m. and 5 a. m_ it
shall be lawful to demand and receive for
the service one-half more than the rates
prescribed above. .

Any disagreement as to time and rates
shall be determined by the Mayor.

DIRECTIONS AND INSTRUCTIONS
TELEGRAPHING FIRE ALARMS

Keys are left with the occupants of build-
ings in the vicinity of each fire alarm box,
and it is designated at the same where
they can be found. The members of the
police force also possess keys.

The following will be observed when a
fire is discovered.

I. Go to the box, open the door, and pull
the hook down as far as it will go, firmly
and®without jerking, and let it slide back.

II. If the alarm is not heard upon the
City Hall bell, go to the next nearest box
to the fire and repeat the operation.

III. If, on going to a box to give an
alarm, the City Hall bell is heard striking
otherwise than the hour (which is an indi-
cation that an alarm is being sent over the
lines), do not open the box until it has
done striking. In all such cases count the
signal which is being sounded, and be cer-
tain it is not for the same fire.

2{1 To not give an alarm until certain of
a fire,

3. To not give an alarm for a fire seen
at a distance.

6. To not let the key go out of their pos-
session except when demanded by proper
authority.

7. Keyholders, if removing their place of
business or residence, are requested to re-
turn the key to the Fire Commissioners’
Office.

8. Walit at the box and direct the firemen
to the fire.

COURTS.

United States Courts for the Eastern Dis-
trict of Michigan—The United States is di-
vided into nine Judicial Circuits, in each
of which a Circuit Court is held for each
district within each Circuit. The Act of

Congress approved April 10, 1869, provided
as follows: ‘The Circuit Courts in each
Circuit shall be held by the justice of the
Supreme Court allotted to the Circuit, or by
the Circuit Judge of the Circuit, or by the
District Judge of the District, sitting alone,
or by the Justice of the Supreme Court and
Circuit Judge sitting together, in which
case the Justice of the Supreme Court shall
preside, or in the absence of either of
them, by the other (who shall preside) and
the District Judge.

By Act of Congress of March 2, 1891, a
Circuit Court of Appeals in this (6th) Cir-
cuit was established. Circuit Judges Wm.
H. Taft and Horace H. Lurton, with the
respective District Judges in certain cases,
compose the Court, which is to be held at
Cincinnati and at such other places within
this Circuit as the Judges shall assign.
The clerk’s office is at Cincinnati, Ohio.
Frank O. Loveland, of Cincinnati, O., is
the clerk.

The State of Michigan, by the act of Feb-
ruary 24, 1863, was divided into two Judicial
Districts. The Courts for the Eastern Dis-
trict are held at Detroit (sessions are also
held at Port Huron and Bay City) and for
the Western District at Grand Rapids and
Marquette. Both districts are attached to
the Sixth Judicial Circuit, which comprises
the States of Michigan, Ohio, Kentucky
and Tennessee.

Justice Howell E. Jackson, of Tennessee,
has been allotted to the Sixth Judicial Cir-
cuit, and Hon. Wm. H. Taft, of Ohio, and
Horace H. Lurton, of Tennessee, Circuit
Judges of said Court.
