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his Torah, Number 325, is one of the 1564 Czech
Memorial Torah Scrolls which constituted part of
_ the treasures looted by the Nazis during World
War II from the desolated Jewish communities of
Bohemia, Moravia, and Slovakia.
When the Nazis desecrated and destroyed synagogues,
they methodically collected our ritual and holy
ceremonial objects with the intention o establish a
“‘Museum of a Liquidated Race.”
These items, including this Torah, were stored in the
Mitchell Synagogue in Prague for 20 years and cared
for by the Czechoslovakian Government.

They were acquired by friends, with the good-will

of the Czechoslovakian Government, from Artia

(the State Cultural Agency) for Westminster Synagogue,
London, England, where they arrived in February, 1964.

“ ome of the collection remain at the Westminster
_ Synagogue. a permanent memorial to the martyrs
 from whose synagogues they come. Many of them
are distributed throughout the world to be memorials
everywhere to the Jewish tragedy and to spread light as
harbingers of future brotherhood on earth; and all of
them bear witness to the glory of the Holy Name.

This Torah Scroll came from Uhrineves and was written in 1800.
