Leova is a small town at the Pruth River.  The town gives a very unfriendly impression, dirty and no 

paved roads.  The population is mainly Jewish.  As Leova is a border town, it is currently heavily occupied 

by the military. 

 

Almost all the Germans live in one area of the town.  Most of them are smiths, table makers and some 

other type of tradesmen.  A few are farmers.  These Germans, of whom most of them had emigrated 

from Austria, are very tight knit.  All had good clean farms with a good deal of cattle (farm animals). 

 

I suggest that these Germans from Leova be resettled together.  I had only the best impression about 

their companionship.
