 Identity Papers 1918-1928 
You may find some included in the 1929-1934 
Radom municipal ID filings 
 
 

• 1918 -1928: ID booklets had a dual 
function as municipal ID Card and Polish 
Passport 

• Issued by district on behalf of the country 
 
Religion is noted on pre-1929, but not 
post-1929  

 
 
1929-1934 Identity Papers 
To locate them, go to JRI-Poland and enter the 
surname and Radom 
 

• 1929 –1934 Radom PSA holds municipal ID 
cards, these are distinct from passports 

•  Only 1934 is completely scanned 
• Folder content 

• ID Card Application Forms  
• Address Cards (proof of residency) 
• Permanent resident details 
• Birth affidavits

• Municipality assigned a sequential number to each 

application 
• Total number of forms: 1184 
• Total number of Jewish forms: 470 (40%) 
• 1/3 Jewish applicants born in towns outside Radom

• About 60 in 1934

• Required by the Nazis 
• 14,077 Radom ID applications 1941-42 
• Address 
• Birthdate 
• Profession 
• Father’s name 
• Mother’s maiden name

Click on link on Kehilalink Names Page for 1941 Identity Papers and find the range for the name 
 

 
Scroll past the scans that appear when you click on the entry above, below it you will find the names of the persons 
the scans are for and the identifying information, often with parents names. Note the number 20 at the end of the 
number at the left below. There are usually two pages for each identity paper and she is at entry #40 and is the 20th 
person down. Scroll to the top and find the 20th person.

• Unscanned at archives, but photos 
available as well as narrative 
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Bata Shoe Factory Records 
Forced Labor records 1941-1942 for 840 
Jewish workers 
 

• The Radom branch of Polska Spolka 
Obuwia “Bata" S.A. footwear 
manufacturer 

• In early 1942, it employed 2400 
people 30%were Jewish forced 
laborers 

• The Jews were craftsmen who 
received a small amount of cash and 
a bowl of soup  

• In August 1942, the Nazis liquidated 
the ghetto, and most were sent to 
Treblinka  

 
 
 
 

 
 

• To Locate go through JRI-Poland which extracts the data and 
provides the link to the Survivors and Victim Database at the US 
Holocaust Museum  

• Name search will locate the record. Be sure to set the search to 
D-M Soundex to allow for spelling varieties. You can order it by 
email for no cost immediate delivery 
Contents: 

• Birthdate 
• Parents’ names and birth years 
• Siblings’ names and birth year 
• Military service 
• Marital Status 
• Date terminated – often corresponds to deportations 

 

 
  

  
 
Auschwitz Photos – US Holocaust 
Museum 

• Auschwitz prisoners’ photographs 
taken upon arrival 

• Data includes names, dates and 
places of birth, nationalities, 
professions, dates of entry and 
death, and prisoner numbers 

• 2530 images from 1941-42 with 73 
from Radom 

• To Locate: Go to link on Kehilalink 
Names page, then Auschwitz 
Photos – page link at top of 
handout 
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Dachau Survivor IDs- Arolsen Archives 

• A photo card file from the former Dachau concentration camp post-war 
• 2,000 photos of survivors 
• Created for victims of Nazi persecution who needed certificates of their imprisonment to receive support 

from relief organizations.  
• To prove that they had been in the Dachau camp, and how long they had spent time there, they had to submit 

two photos of themselves—one for the files, and one to glue to the certificate.  
• Digitized and indexed, can locate by name or birthdate.

appear 

• Can locate only photos there, ID
