
RIEBENI IN 1935 

 

Riebiņu village is located in the Rezekne Region, Silajāņu rural territory. 

 

General overview: Riebiņu village was organized approximately 150 years ago. 

Gradually the number of inhabitants and construction of houses increased. 

  

Communications (distance): Riebiņu village is located 10.5 km away from the 

houses of Silajāņu rural territory/parish. The closest railway station is Krace, 22 

km away. 

 

Population for the year 1935: 

 

464 inhabitants, of which 229 (49.35%) are men and 235 (50.65%) women.  

By nationality, the inhabitants divide as follows: 

 

96 (20.69%) Latvians 

317 (68.32%) Jews 

35 (7.54%) Great Russians 

15 (3.23%) Poles 

1 (0.22%) Germans 

There is a total of 101 separate families in the village. 

 

State, local government and community institutions:  

 

In the village there are a senior Police Officer (Phone 12), post office (Phone 1), 

school (Phone 7), Catholic and Orthodox churches, 2 synagogues, a 

storehouse/facility for receiving flax, a Jewish elementary school and a physician.  

 

Number of residences, composition and facilities: 

 

There are 88 houses in the village, of which 11 (12.50%) belong to ethnic 

Latvians. Of these houses, 17 (19.32%) are one-roomed, 30 (34.09%) have two 

rooms, 18 (20.45%) have three rooms, 14 (15.91%) four rooms, 5 (5.68%) have 

five rooms and 4 (4.55%) have six rooms or more. 

 

79 (89.77%) of the houses receive their drinking water from wells, 7 (7.96%) 

from natural water basins and 2 (3.37%) have water supplied by other means.  

All houses have kerosene lamp lighting.
